 
Hampstead Day 2012
Rules and Regulations

The Lions Club of Hampstead is pleased to announce that the Thirty Nineth Annual Hampstead Day will be held on May 19, 2012  from  8:00 am to 4:00 pm.  Records indicate that you have either participated in the past or have expressed an interest in participating this year.

We welcome the participation of those vendors who have been with us for so many successful years, and encourage new vendors to apply for space as well. If you would like to be removed from our mailing list, kindly write REMOVE on the application and return it to us.

Please read the following information, and if you agree to comply with all of these guidelines, send your application, with a check for $50.00 for each space, (payable to the Lions Club  of Hampstead), to Hampstead Day 2011, P.O. Box 172, Hampstead, MD 21074  (NOTE – There is a $25.00 fee for returned checks).
1. Spaces are approximately 10' x 30'.  The space limits are painted in the street, and all vendors must stay within their space(s). Please remember that vehicular traffic continues on Route 30 throughout the event. TABLES: Bring your own if you need them; we do not furnish electricity tables or chairs. NOTE: No merchandise or equipment is to be set up on the adjacent grass or sidewalk. 

2. Set-up time begins at 6:00 am on the day of the event: you must arrive at least by 7:30 am, or we will consider yours a vacant space, available for last-minute assignment. All set-up MUST be completed by 8:00 am.

3. EARLY REGISTRATION: A. Vendors who were with us last year will have first option for spaces, if you renew by April 1,.  If you are one of  last  year's vendors, please have your reserva​tion, with a check, reach us by April 1, 2010.  (Please note that if you want MORE space than you had last year, it will be available only if the adjacent vendor does not renew).

 B. New vendors and those who missed last year: Non-renewed spaces will be assigned on a strictly first-application-we-receive basis. If you have a preference for a particular location, we will try to honor your request, but cannot guarantee a particular space, nor can we guarantee exclu​sive rights to sell any particular product or service you may offer. 

C. Confirmation and space assignment: You will be contacted, approxi​mately one month before the event, to confirm your reservation, and assign your space.  You need NOT check in on the day of the event if you have a confirmation.

4. THINGS YOU CANNOT SELL AT HAMPSTEAD DAY (This will be strictly enforced):

A. The non-profit groups rely on Hampstead Day for a good part of their income each year.  Because of this, NO FOOD OR BEVERAGES  MAY BE SOLD BY ANY VENDOR WHO IS NOT A NON-PROFIT GROUP.
B. Vendors are expected to use good judgment in their choice of wholesome merchandise: NO suggestive or obscene T-shirts or other         items should be displayed where children might possibly see them.

C. No knives or other weapons may be offered to children.

D. No nuisance items may be sold or given away (such as silly-string or other littering items, caps, exploding devices, or noisemakers...                          and of course no fireworks or other illegal items)

5. Please conduct your business in the friendly, pleasant way that people have come to expect of Hampstead Day. The Lions Club reserves the right to eject any vendor who conducts business in a manner we consider fraudulent or objectionable.  We also reserve the right to reject any application.

6. SAFETY: We suggest that you see to it that your booth is attended at all times: we are not responsible for accidents or loss. Take care that you do not set up your booth in any manner that might be dangerous (e.g. people falling over tent stakes, booth collapsing in a breeze). The Lions Club of Hampstead, and its members, shall not be responsible for any injuries or damage caused by or to any guest, agent, employee or invitee of the vendors, and you agree to indemnify and save harmless the Lions Club and its members for claims arising there from.

7.  KNOCKDOWN AND CLEANUP: Merchandise must be removed, and the area around your space must be cleaned, as soon as possible after closing at 4:00 pm.

8.  SALES TAX: Maryland law requires that you collect 6 % sales tax on all purchases, and remit that to the State.  We are required  to submit your names and addresses to the State Comptroller's Office, Sales Tax Division.  If you have a Sales Tax number, please submit  it on the application.

9.  As always, there is no rain date, and no refunds on or after the day of the event.  Refunds will only be given if you cancel 14 days prior to the event.  

10. If you have any problems on the day of the event, please report them to a Hampstead Day 2012 Committee Member at the Hampstead Day Headquarters located in the center of town in front of Matthews Tire Company at 1219 N. Main Street, Hampstead, MD 21074.  All decisions of the Lions Club are final.
